e Practise counting in 2s, 5s and 10s. This
game could support this.

e Work on a shopping list for the weekly shop
and get children to add up how many items
and add up the cost of some items. This
game could support work on making
amounts of money.

e Practise telling the time. This could be done
through this game (scroll down to access the
game). Read to the hour and half hour.

e  Write the numbers 0-20 in words and digits.

e Daily phonics - your child to practise their
sounds and blend words. Interactive games
found on link below.

e Reading a variety of books at home. Your child
could share a book everyday.

happening in the world. What did you find out?

e Create a bookmark, perhaps you could choose
characters from your favourite stories.

e Complete a book review on one of the books
you have read - what did you like about it?
Would you recommend it to anyone?

Weekly Writing Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)

e Family: Look at a family in a traditional story -
how are they different to your family? Can you
write sentences comparing the two families?

e Take alook at a variety of poems with your
child. Ask them to pick their favourite poem and
write a poem

e Ask your child to create a story about their
family.
